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1. Policy Statement  

This policy states how the attendance of children at the Early Years and Pre-School Centre 
is monitored and managed and also sets out the expectations and procedures relating to 
attendance for parents / carers and staff working within the setting.   
 

2. Scope of the Policy  

This Attendance Policy relates to the care, safety, education, health and well-being of all 
the children attending Bolton College Early Years & Pre-School Centre and also applies to 
parents /carers and staff within the setting.  

  
3. Aims of the Attendance Policy  

• To create a culture within the setting where good attendance is normal and valued.  
• To prepare children from the earliest age for their time at school where attendance 

is statutory.  
• To value the individual and be socially and educationally inclusive.  
• To ensure the safety and wellbeing of children attending the setting.  
• To ensure children have full access to all the learning opportunities available and to 

the early year’s curriculum.  

  
4. Expectations of Parents / Carers  

At the Early Years and Pre-School Centre we believe good attendance is essential for 
children to be settled and take full advantage of the learning and development opportunities 
available to them. For young children, consistency and continuity are important factors for 
their well-being and progress.  

  

All parents / carers will be made aware of the importance of regular attendance prior to 
entry and of the importance of collecting children on time.  We ask parents to be prompt in 
bringing their child to nursery at the beginning of the session and collecting them at the end 
of their session.
